Session 1 - The Priceless Learning in Everyday Life 

Patrick Farenga worked closely with the author 

and teacher John Holt until Holtôs death in 1985. 

He is the president of Holt Associates Inc. and was 

the publisher of Growing Without Schooling 

magazine (GWS) from 1985 until it ceased  

publishing in 2001. GWS was the nationôs first  

periodical about homeschooling, started by Holt in 

1977. 

 

Farenga speaks as a homeschooling expert at  

education conferences as well as on commercial 

radio and television talk shows. His appearances 

discussing homeschooling include: The Today 

Show, Voice of America, Geraldo, Learning  

Matters, Parenting Today, Fox and Friends, The 

Exhausted School at Carnegie Hall, and the  

National University of Colombia, Bogota. 

 

Farenga and his wife homeschool their three daughters, ages 23, 20, 

and 17. In addition to writing for GWS for twenty years, he has 

written many articles and contributed to books about  

homeschooling including his own book, The Beginnerôs Guide To 

Homeschooling. His latest book is Teach Your Own: The John Holt 

Book of Homeschooling (Perseus), and his most recent article is the 

entry about homeschooling for the International Encyclopedia of  

Education, 3rd Edition (Elsevier). 

The simple things we do instinctively as children, that we must often re-learn as 

adults, are not only the foundation for lifelong learning, but are also in danger of  

being eradicated. Pat Farenga will share how we can shift our paradigm of education 

as competitive consumerism to one of education as self-development.
